While these changes are often supported by residents, business owners such
as hotel managers and restaurant workers, do not seem to agree with them as
they depend on tourists. They worry that fewer visitors could mean less money
and fewer jobs. They believe that tourism should be better organised, not
reduced.

Experts say that the best solution is to find a balance. Tourism should continue,
but it needs to be more sustainable. Visitors should respect local communities
and understand the impact they have on their wellbeing and daily lives. In the
future, tourists may need to plan their trips more carefully and follow stricter
rules when visiting popular cities.
